Stroke Education – JC-Based

Percent of patients with ischemic stroke on arrival (or their caregivers) who were given education or educational materials during the hospital stay addressing all of the following: 

· personal risk factors for stroke

· warning signs for stroke, 

· activation of emergency medical system, 

· need for follow-up after discharge

· medications prescribed at discharge

Denominator: Patients with ischemic stroke 

Included Populations:

· Patients with a ischemic stroke on arrival 
· Patients discharged to home care or self care (routine discharge) OR discharged/transferred to home under care of organized home health service organization

Excluded Populations:

· Patients receiving comfort measures only at discharge

· Patients for whom discharge destination cannot be determined or missing

· Patients admitted for the performance of elective carotid endarterectomy

· Patients with documented reason for not receiving education or education material at discharge in one or more of the educational areas 
Numerator:
Patients with documentation that they or their caregivers were

given education or educational material addressing all of the following:

· Personal risk factors for stroke

· Warning signs for stroke

· Activation of emergency medical system

· Need for follow-up after discharge

· Medications prescribed
Difference from Joint Commission:

· The VHA  measurement population does not include patients with hemorrhagic stroke (JC does)
· The VHA measure includes only patients discharged to home care or self care (routine discharge) OR discharged/transferred to home under care of organized home health service organization (JC includes a broader range of discharge dispositions.)  The VHA inclusion criteria were designed to be consistent with those in the JC’s ORYX measure Heart Failure Discharge Instructions.
